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(Winter break trip) Participants will examine the complexities of life for
those facing homelessness, and connect with agencies that work to address
it. The trip will consider impacts on the individual as well as families; the
effects of policy on who becomes homeless and how people are helped; and
examine women’s homelessness and safety in particular.

(Winter break trip) Participants will witness the enduring ramifications of
the Vietnam War, particularly its continuing public health impacts and
reconciliation efforts. Participants will live and serve at a rehabilitation
center that serves children and veterans affected by Agent Orange, a toxic
herbicide that the U.S. deployed during the war

This trip explored the intersection of race, gender identity, and sexuality in a
city grappling with rapid gentrification. Students learned about the effects of
gentrification on LGBTQ communities, and advocacy efforts aimed at
supporting marginalized populations.

The Guatemala City trip learned about the historical and cultural
background of poverty existing in the Guatemala City garbage dump, and
learned about additonal social issues affecting the community. Participants
worked with community members across all ages, educational projects for
kids, helped with English classes, and spent time at Safe Passage's Early
Childhood Education Center.

The Pleasant Point trip learned from Maine's Passamaquoddy Native
community by assisting teachers at the Beatrice Rafferty School and serving
at the Sipayik Youth and Recreation Center. Participants also met with
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(Winter break trip) This trip focused on reproductive justice, which exists
when all people have social, political, and economic power to make
decisions about their gender, health, bodies, sexuality, and family planning.
Participants learned from numerous community partners including trans*
rights groups, sexual health organizations, policy makers, and groups
dedicated to helping survivors of trafficking and assault. At the end of the
week, trip participants traveled to Washington, D.C. to take part in the
Women’s March on Washington.

(Winter break trip) Participants will work with schools and nonprofits to
understand the needs and services available to support the transitions of
new Mainers, young and old. Activities will include engaging first generation
American students at a Portland middle school, working with a college
aspirations program tailored towards English Language Learners, and visiting
other related organizations such as Portland Adult Education.

Gain insight into Native American communities in Maine by working in a
local elementary school and interacting with community members of the
Pleasant Point Passamaquoddy Tribe. *This trip is fully financed by the
President's Office as part of the Bowdoin-Colby-Bates Wabanaki
Collaborative.

Participants will witness the interaction between public art and art
education, in a city rich with arts programming. Working with local arts and
education institutions, participants will explore how public art and arts
education can be a tool for empowerment in a wide range of communities.
Participants will engage in hands-on work and communication with working
migrant families Immokalee, Florida. Key issues addressed on this trip will
include the impact of poverty and income inequality on immigrants' access
to housing, education, and social services. Additionally, we will explore the
roles that cultural traits such as language have on shaping immigrants’
identity and experience.
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Students will assist with rebuilding efforts and distribute energy efficient

Volunteering with Safe Passage, an organization that works with children in
the Guatemala City by creating opportunities and fostering dignity through
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Participants worked with organizations in Washington, D.C. to address issues
of hunger and homelessness through direct service and advocacy. Students
volunteered in soup kitchens, learned directly from current and former
homeless individuals, and met with Maine senators and congressmen and
women to discuss related legislation.

Students explored issues of health education with a New Mexico Native
American community through connections with local schools and hospitals.
Participants planned fun activities with kids to teach them about health
topics and visited a local hospital and learn about the health care system.

Volunteers helped break the cycle of poverty through their work with Safe
Passage, an organization that creates opportunities for Guatemala City's
poorest children through the power of education. Students assisted
Guatemalan teachers, met the families that make their living off the
Guatemala City dump, and learned about the legacy of Hanley Denning,
Bowdoin class of 1992, who created Safe Passage to provide a quality
education to the children of Guatemala City.

Students lended a hand at Urban Promise in Camden, New Jersey while
learning about issues of urban education. Volunteers worked with children
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
