
2023 Housing Lottery Breakdown

• This document shows placement by building and room type for each
housing lottery round. Generally, Round 1 includes blocks of only rising
seniors, Round 2 includes mostly rising juniors, and Round 3 includes
mostly rising sophomores. If you are unsure of which lottery round
your block is eligible for, please consult the Housing Lottery Guide.

• The data in this document are from the 2023 Housing Lottery. These
data do not include college house placements, off-campus housing,
ADA accommodations, or Residential Life student staff placements.
This breakdown is not a guarantee of placement as the lottery varies
from year to year.

Housing selected in Round 3 
includes quads and quints in 
Howard and Stowe Hall, doubles in 
Chamberlain, and Brunswick 
Apartments. There are usually more 
Brunswick Apartment Doubles 
available than Brunswick Apartment 
Triples in Round 3. Sub-Free options 
include Mayflower Apartments, 
Howard, and 52 Harps.

For a more detailed breakdown of 
types of room selected, please refer 
to the tables below.
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N.B. Any single bedrooms in Round 3 are likely found within suites such as Brunswick Apts., Mayflower Apts., and Pine Apts., 
which have a combination of single bedrooms and double bedrooms within each unit. In 2023, there were more single rooms 
available because an unusually high number of juniors went abroad. In the average year, it's highly unlikely to select a stand-
alone single in Round 3. 2022 stats are also available on the housing website for a second data point.
